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1. Introduction (Flush Left, Book Antiqua, Title Case Heading, Font size 11) – Level 1 Heading

The Introduction and Background section should incorporate the conceptual/theoretical framework of the study, a review of relevant literature, and the research objective, including the problem statement or research questions. The literature review must consistently analyze pertinent literature, highlight gaps and inconsistencies, and discuss actions to address these issues. Subheadings are not allowed in the Introduction and Background section.

The entire article must use Baskerville font, size 11. Page margins should be set to 2.5 cm for the top and bottom, and 2 cm for the left and right. Text should be justified, with no hyphenation for words at the end of lines. The text should be formatted as a single-column document. Paragraphs and headings should align with the main text without indentation. Only single line spacing should be used between paragraphs.

Article titles should be in Baskerville, font size 14, bold, and left justified, with only the first letters capitalized, excluding conjunctions, articles, and prepositions. Main headings (Introduction and Background, Methods, Results and Discussion, and Conclusion) should be in Baskerville, font size 11, bold, capital letters, and left justified. Sub-headings should be bold with only the initial letters capitalized, excluding conjunctions, articles, and prepositions, and should follow a standardized format without hierarchical numbering.

Footnotes or endnotes should be avoided unless absolutely necessary. Instead, the APA 7 reference system should be used. If footnotes are necessary, Amasis MT Pro, 8-point font, is preferred.

Emphasis should be indicated using quotation marks (“”) or italics, not bold characters. Lists should be horizontal, not vertical, using Roman numerals [(i), (ii), etc.] instead of Arabic numerals. For example: (i) introduction and background, (ii) methods, (iii) findings, and (iv) discussion and conclusion.

Direct quotations should be indented 1 cm to the left of the main text and typed in Baskerville, font size 9, without italics.

The main document for peer review may include the title, abstract, keywords, main body, references, figures and tables, and supplementary material. Author names and their institutions should not be included in the main document.
